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CAP Pharmacy Practice Network Meetings 
 
In the past, meetings of groups of pharmacists were scheduled during the CAP convention. These 
allowed for practitioners in specific settings to discuss challenges in their country, brainstorm solutions 
to issues and learn from the mutual exchange. However, these depended on the attendance of 
members with common interests and were not bound to follow up. These fora are being reintroduced 
as structured network meetings to facilitate continuity after the annual convention and to empower 
members to take up administrative roles in the organisation.  All participants of the CAP annual 
convention are invited to join a network meeting.  
 
Aims 
 
The CAP pharmacy practice networks are instituted in order to: 
 

i. Provide a place and time for pharmacists in specific fields of practice and/or research to discuss 
a common agenda and share resources.  

ii. Strengthen regional collaboration among practitioners, in order to address practice-based issues 
common throughout the region. 

iii. Develop position papers and plans of action on pharmacy practice issues within their field of 
practice, as references for practitioners and stakeholders in the region.  

 
Structure and Function 
 

 Each network will register its members via the appointed facilitator. After the first meeting, the 
network members will elect a Network Leader and a Secretary.  

 Networks are open to pharmacists and pharmacy support personnel with an interest in the 
practice area.  

 The Leader will be responsible for collating ideas and identifying issues (agenda) for the 
upcoming year and reporting on the network’s progress to the CAP executive. The Secretary will 
be responsible for network communications, event planning and documentation. 

 The administrative posts will run for one year. At each convention, the members will determine 
if the person continues or if other members will take up the positions.  

 Brief presentations (no more than 30 minutes) may be made during the network meetings to 
launch discussions on the way forward for improved pharmacy practice.  

 Participation in networks is free.  In the future, once networks are established, a membership 
fee may be considered for implementation, to offset administrative costs and provide 
refreshments at the annual meetings.  

 Networks may have refreshments sponsored however no marketing presentations will be 
allowed during the network meetings.  

 Networks will report their progress to the Secretary via minutes within two weeks of the 
meeting and every six months thereafter.  

 Reports must include notes on issues discussed, decisions on the way forward, timelines for 
action and responsible personnel. 

 If a network is inactive for more than a year, it may be dissolved by the Executive.
